But art was not meant to live in art fairs alone. So pull on your snow and/or rain boots, and get traipsing out to New York’s 
local galleries to find out what else is going on out there. 
 
Get in the city spirit by heading to Steven Kasher Gallery in Chelsea to see the work of photographer Bill Hayes. In his 
latest exhibition titled “How New York Breaks Your Heart,” the artist has captured a broad swath of the city’s residents in 
strikingly intimate portraits. Then, you might want to check out nearby Cristin Tierney Gallery for “Hard Edge,” a group 
exhibition exploring the legacy of hard-edge abstraction and how it functions in the current critical discourse—the show is 
full of bold and interesting painters that I’m interested in getting know better. We also suggest making at stop at Paul 
Kasmin Gallery for the debut solo presentation of artist Robert Polidori, who documents religious frescoes in Florence 
through dynamically cropped large-scale photographs.
